— even for one evening — always go!

| went to a parish pre-Christmas mission a few nights
ago, and — as always — came away spiritually richer.

On this occasion, the priest’s theme was about how God
sends people into our lives to increase our faith. The following
two stories he told are simple, but illustrated his point.

1) “lI was visiting our mission in China, and some
young members of a youth group — themselves recent con-
verts to the Catholic faith — were teaching even younger chil-
dren how to paint Easter eggs. (These were children of some
of the 250 million “immigrants” in China... people who have left
their poorer provinces and moved to others in the hope of a
better future.) As they worked on the eggs, they told the story
of Jesus, and the significance of our using the egg to illustrate
His resurrection. A little Chinese tyke asked, “Is this story
true?” | held my breath, wondering how the youth group mem-
ber would answer, but without skipping a beat, she said, “Yes,
it is true!” No hesitation, no elaboration... just a firm, immedi-
ate and joyful assertion. That was many years ago, and |, a
priest, have always been grateful at the impact that one short
sentence has had on my own faith!”

2) “One of my favorite stories in my life
has been about “Ling”. Ling was a Chinese
fellow who had been educated by the priests in
our mission, and eventually became Catholic him-
self. The trouble was, his mother was a Taoist,
and wanted to remain so. He would come home
to visit her, and try to tell her about our faith, but
she gently but firmly told him every time, “Look,
son... you have your God. And | have mine.”
And that was that. So he prayed for her every
day, and left the rest to God. This went on for
many years, right up until she passed 90 years of age.

Suddenly, out of the blue, she called him one day
and said, “Son, come over here right away.” He did, and she
sat him down and said: “Last night, | had a dream. | saw your
God, and He looked at me, and beckoned with His hand, and
said just one word: “Come!” That’s all He said. But | want to
be baptized.” And so she was. And she died not even a
month later.” How good is the Lord! (anon.)

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We Pray for the Wars to End! All wars, but especially in our homeland of Ukraine

Over the past years, Ukrainian children have disappeared... and now some of them
are surfacing in Belorus! These alone total over 2442... but many more are missing.

Yale University has a HUMANITARIAN RESEARCH CENTRE that follows up on things like this. One
of their representatives, a lady called Caitlin Howarth, made this statement during a
briefing at Media Center Ukraine — Ukrinform.

. “...What you see in our reports, including the most recent one we document from
Belarus is that there are more than 2,442 children that we’ve already documented.

These are ongoing cases of children that are being taken from the occupied territories in

Ukraine and being brought through Russia to Belarus. And these are just a handful of

the cases that we believe to be out there, these are only the ones that we were able to

confirm to a high level of confidence. There are more, we know that there are more. And
certainly, the governments of Belarus and Russia know that there are more,” she said.

Caitlin Howarth noted that they intend to submit the uncovered evidence to the courts.

“This is for accountability, it’s for prosecution, and it’s also in order to try and find

the individual identities of these children to help bring them back, bring them home, get
them back to Ukraine, and then to support them for the rest of their lives. Every single trace, every piece that
we can find — we want to capture it, protect it as much as possible, and make sure that we are keeping each
piece safe,” she stressed. mediacenter.org.ua

“I Will Meditate On His Goodness Day and Night”

A lady who was Protestant for many years eventually fell in love with the Catholic Church, and became Catholic her-
self. She wrote a long article about how this happened, but near the end she lists some of the things she loves about
her... our... Church. Do these “connect” with you as well?

“l love so many things about this faith. The following is not an exhaustive list, but they are a few of
the teachings that made an impression on me and gave me a firm and reliable foundation for be-
coming Catholic:

The Eucharist: | now understand why it is so hard for believing Catholics to leave the faith. | never under-
stood that before | believed in the Real Presence. To walk away from the Eucharist, when one under-
stands that this is Jesus, is truly unthinkable.

The Reverence: One of my favorite things is quietly entering the church and kneeling to pray. It is such a
special time to talk with the Lord before the Mass begins.

The Daily Scriptural Readings: Every Catholic around the world reads (or should read) the same Scrip-
ture passages every day: the readings from the daily Missal typically include passages from the Old Testa-
ment, the Psalms, New Testament, and the Gospels. | love the unity of that! Also, you can attend Mass at
any parish, and they will read the same Scripture at all other churches across the world.

The Unity: There are so many different Protestant churches! If you do not like the music in one, you go to
another. If you prefer a different style of preaching, you go to a different church... and so on. There is typi-
cally one Catholic church per town or city area. One is all you need to connect you back to the ancient
Church, to the Apostles, to Jesus.

Confession: Early on, | dreaded confession! As a Protestant, | had always been thankful to go directly to
God and not have to confess to a man. | completely misunderstood what the Sacrament of Reconciliation
was about. When | actually began to receive the sacraments, | couldn’t describe the feeling | had when |
walked out of the confessional! The grace of encountering Jesus in this sacrament is true, real, and palpa-
ble. He is always there, always waiting for me.

Holy Water: When we pass our holy water font, it is a great reminder of our faith and our baptism. Every
baptized Christian is encouraged to touch the water, anoint his or her forehead, and make the Sign of the
Cross, the sign by which Jesus claims those who belong to Him.

Mary: | love Mary, the mother of Jesus! As a Protestant, | noticed she was rarely mentioned except around
Christmas. It was almost like we were afraid that we would give her too much credit. In contrast, St. Maxi-
millian Kolbe said, “Never be afraid of loving the Blessed Virgin too much; you can never love her more
than Jesus Did!” Catholics do not worship Mary, but we honor her!

The Rosary: The Rosary prayers are taken directly from Scripture. It is beautiful, and the beads are a nice
prayer tool. As with many tools (and other things — what Catholics call Sacramentals), form follows func-
tion. That is to say, the prayers were there, taken from Sacred Scripture and originally based on the num-
ber of Psalms (where again, the function is prayer). The rosary beads provide the form or the way and or-
der of this prayer. The prayer and the tool assist us in meditating on the Gospel stories.

Authority of the Church: Authority is something greatly lacking in our Protestant churches, and it shows. If
one disagrees with anything, he or she can grab a piece of the congregation, go down the block, and set up
another, brand new denomination. If the Bible alone has authority and there is no trusted source for its in-
terpretation, anyone can claim the authority to interpret Scripture. Time has given us a verdict on sola
Scriptura: it does not work.

Pro-Life Stance: The Church has always been and continues to be unapologetically pro-life.

Charity Work: The Catholic Church does a great job of caring for the poor and the hurting. It fulfills Christ’s
mandate to feed the poor, give drink to the thirsty, clothe the naked, visit those in prison, and care for the
sick. The Church sees Jesus Christ in each one and recognizes the dignity of every human person.

The Consistency: Most of us must admit that we rely a lot on feelings...God’s Presence does not depend
on what song is sung, what Scripture is taught, etc. When we have a service where we don’t “feel it,” we
wonder what went wrong. Was it the song, the preaching? Did the Sunday school teacher not prepare
properly? Is it me? Who is hindering the service? Today, | no longer look for a “spiritual high.” | do not wor-
ry about what songs will be sung or how they will sound. | don’t worry that | may hinder the service. The
